3. A Gathering of Mission. 
 
Every day they continued to meet together … They ... ate together 
with glad and sincere hearts, 47praising God ... And the Lord added 
to their number daily those who were being saved. Acts 2:46-47 NIV 
 
• Serve one another (Galatians 5:13). 
• Show hospitality to one another (1 Peter 4:9). 
• Be kind to one another (Ephesians 4:32). 
• Encourage one another (1 Thessalonians 4:18). 
• Carry one another’s burdens (Galatians 6:2).
