“First let me go and kiss my father and mother good-bye, and then
I will go with you!” ... 1 Kings 19:20 NLT

One of the biggest marks of spiritual maturity is a short time
span between God’s command and our obedience.

You don’t have to understand completely to obey immediately.

So Elisha returned to his oxen and slaughtered them. He used the
wood from the plow to build a fire to roast their flesh. He passed

around the meat to the townspeople, and they all ate. Then he went
with Elijah as his assistant. 1 Kings 19:21 NLT

You can’t hold the plow and the mantle at the same time.
What plow do you need to burn so you can fully follow Jesus?
