That Love
Love that Overcomes the World
1John 5:1-5

Study Description

Many people like the idea of love, but the word can
mean many things to many people. True love is more
than a sentimental feeling. It's a love that discerns, it's
a love that does not practice sin, and it's a love that will
be rejected by the world but will overcome the world.
Ultimately, it flows from "That Love" that comes to us
from Jesus (1 John 4:10), and hopefully leads us to say,
"I want to embody 'that love."" We'll be looking at
John's letters to see what true love looks like and how
we can show the world that love.

Passages

“Everyone who believes that Jesus is the Christ has been born of
God, and everyone who loves the Father loves whoever has been
born of him. By this we know that we love the children of God, when
we love God and obey his commandments. For this is the love of
God, that we keep his commandments. And his commandments are
not burdensome. For everyone who has been born of God
overcomes the world. And this is the victory that has overcome the
world—our faith. Who is it that overcomes the world except the one
who believes that Jesus is the Son of God?” — 1 John 5:1-5 (ESV)

over the world?

e Who needs to hear the victory of Christ this week?
Pray with power. (15 Min)
