24 Truly, truly, | say to you, unless a grain of
wheat falls into the earth and dies, it remains
alone; but if it dies, it bears much fruit.

Whoever loves his life loses it, and whoever
hates his life in this world will keep it for
eternal life. 26 If anyone serves me, he must
follow me; and where | am, there will my
servant be also. If anyone serves me, the
Father will honor him." — John 12:23-26(ESV)

Glory? How is this hard for you?

e Tell about a time that you had to sacrifice your pride for something.
Was there honor that came to you as a result?

Hands: Start living the Text. Commit to believing or obeying the text this
week. (10 Min)

e Think about how you can be a servant to all. What is Jesus calling to
towards?

e Jesus desires that we are doers of the word, and not hearers only.
Please create an “l will” or “I believe” statement that describes how
you will take action based on today’s biblical teaching.

Start Praying. Be bold and pray with power. (15 Min)
