JUSTIFICATION:

God’s forensic declaration of 
righteousness on the life that is 
hidden in Christ; it is immediate 
(Rom 5:1)





ADOPTION:

The process by which God turns 
strangers into family, making us 
sons and daughters

Rom 8:15, 23; 9:4





SANCTIFICATION:

The progressive process by which 
God (with the believer’s yielding) 
transforms the believer into the 
image of Jesus Christ

Rom 6:19, 22; 8:29





HOLY SPIRIT:

The gift of the third person of the 
Godhead sent to live and abide 
inside of the believer, as the Father’s 
down payment on His promise to 
finish what He has started
