And then, at the center of the Lords Prayer…
 - “Your kingdom come, your will be done, on earth 
as it is in heaven.”  (Matthew 6:10)



Mat 6:9-13 (NIV)
9 "This, then, is how you should pray: 
"'Our Father in heaven, hallowed be your 
name,
10 your kingdom come, your will be done, on 
earth as it is in heaven.
11 Give us today our daily bread.
12 And forgive us our debts, as we also have 
forgiven our debtors.
13 And lead us not into temptation, but 
deliver us from the evil one.'



So what is the kingdom of God?

It is the rule and reign of God advancing 
here on earth, bringing healing and 

wholeness by pushing out the chaos and 
darkness of sin that has broken the four 

key relationships: God with people, 
people with each other, people with 

themselves, and people with 
the earth.  (summarized from Ch. 8)



”Kingdom of God / Heaven”…

 - Mentioned over 50x in Matthew’s 
Gospel alone.

 - Is already here AND not yet complete.

 - Advances when any of the four key 
relationships are focused on & improved.

1 In the beginning God created the 
heavens and the earth.



Psa 115:16 (NIV)
16 The highest heavens belong to the 
LORD, but the earth he has given to 
mankind.



Everyone has a kingdom…

As Dallas Willard put it, your kingdom is… 
”the range of your effective will.”

It’s the little sphere where what you say, 
do and decide makes a difference – the 

space you’ve been entrusted to steward.
