
















13 Therefore, with minds that are alert and fully sober, set your 
hope on the grace to be brought to you when Jesus Christ is 
revealed at his coming. 14 As obedient children, do not conform to 
the evil desires you had when you lived in ignorance. 15 But just 
as he who called you is holy, so be holy in all you do; 16 for it is 
written: “Be holy, because I am holy.”



13-16 So roll up your sleeves, get your head in the game, be totally 
ready to receive the gift that’s coming when Jesus arrives. Don’t 
lazily slip back into those old grooves of evil, doing just what you 
feel like doing. You didn’t know any better then; you do now. As 
obedient children, let yourselves be pulled into a way of life 
shaped by God’s life, a life energetic and blazing with holiness. 
God said, “I am holy; you be holy.” (The Message)



HOLY = set apart for the Lord, sacred; dedicated or 

consecrated to God; spiritually pure or good; made sacred for 

a purpose.

SANCTIFICATION = the action of making something HOLY; the 

action or process of being made free from sin, pure; a 

life-long process – a benefit of redemption; getting rid of old 

sinful flesh to a new creation. (The work of the Holy Spirit)

OBEDIENT = complying or willing to comply with orders or 

requests; submissive to another’s will; following rules, laws, 

or instructions. (In the Bible) = a response of love, trust, and 

submission to God’s authority, characterized by hearing and 

acting on divine instructions.



17 Since you call on a Father who judges each person’s work 
impartially, live out your time as foreigners here in reverent 
fear. 18 For you know that it was not with perishable things such 
as silver or gold that you were redeemed from the empty way of 
life handed down to you from your ancestors, 19 but with the 
precious blood of Christ, a lamb without blemish or defect. 20 He 
was chosen before the creation of the world, but was revealed in 
these last times for your sake. 21 Through him you believe in 
God, who raised him from the dead and glorified him, and so your 
faith and hope are in God.



22 Now that you have purified yourselves by obeying the truth so 
that you have sincere love for each other, love one another 
deeply, from the (a pure) heart. 23 For you have been born 
again, not of perishable seed, but of imperishable, through the 
living and enduring word of God. 24 For,

“All people are like grass,
      and all their glory is like the flowers of the field;

the grass withers and the flowers fall,
25     but the word of the Lord endures forever.”
And this is the word that was preached to you.
