4 A thousand years in your sight are like a day 
that has just gone by, or like a watch in the night.

7 We are consumed by your anger and terrified by 
your indignation.

15 Make us glad for as many days as you have 
afflicted us, for as many years as we have seen 
trouble.
16 May your deeds be shown to your servants, your 
splendor to their children.
