Matthew 1:22-25
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“In our pain, Jesus is pained; in our suffering, he feels the
suffering as his own even though it isn’'t — not that his invincible
divinity is threatened, but in the sense that his heart is feeling
drawn into our distress. His human nature engages our troubles
comprehensively. His is a love that cannot be held back when he

sees his people in pain ... He cannot bear to hold himself at a
distance. Nothing can hold him back.”
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
