2 Corinthians 12:1-10 (English Standard Version) 
“I must go on boasting. 

Though there is nothing to be gained by it, 
I will go on to visions and revelations of the Lord. 
I know a man in Christ who fourteen years ago 

was caught up to the third heaven 
—whether in the body or out of the body 

I do not know, God knows. 
And I know that this man was caught up into paradise 

—whether in the body or out of the body 
I do not know, God knows— 

he heard things that cannot be told, 
which man may not utter. 

On behalf of this man I will boast, 
but on my own behalf I will not boast, 

except of my weaknesses— 
though if I should wish to boast, I would not be a fool, 

for I would be speaking the truth;  
but I refrain from it, so that no one may think more of me than  

he sees in me or hears from me. 
So to keep me from becoming conceited 

because of the surpassing greatness of the revelations, 
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a thorn was given me in the flesh, 
a messenger of Satan to harass me, 
to keep me from becoming conceited. 

Three times I pleaded with the Lord about this, 
that it should leave me. 

But he said to me, “My grace is sufficient for you, 
for my power is made perfect in weakness.” 

Therefore, I will boast all the more gladly of my weaknesses, 
so that the power of Christ may rest upon me. 

For the sake of Christ, then, 
I am content with weaknesses, insults, hardships, 

persecutions, and calamities. 
For when I am weak, then I am strong.” 

 

 
The "thorn if the flesh" is a weak and perhaps misleading 
translation that creates questions and sometimes misuse of the 
scriptures. 
 

2 Corinthians 12:7 (Weymouth) 
"And judging by the stupendous grandeur of the revelations — 

therefore, lest I should be over-elated there has been sent to me, 
like the agony of impalement, 

Satan's angel dealing blow after blow, 
lest I should be over-elated." 

 
 

1 Corinthians 4:15-16 (NASB) 
"For if you were to have countless tutors in Christ, 

yet you would not have many fathers, 
for in Christ Jesus I became your father through the gospel. 

Therefore I exhort you, be imitators of me." 
 
The substance that fills heaven, (air is the earthly likeness), is His 
Love.  
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There is a veil between the earth and heaven that restricts all of 
heaven from consuming the earth. The veil in the tabernacle of 
Moses & David tells us of the restrictive veil by type & shadow. 
 
When the substance of Love comes through the veil unto the earth, 
it has measurable results. The substance is then known to us as the 
anointing. 
 

1 John 2:20 
"But you have an anointing from the Holy One,  

and you all know." 
 

1 John 2:26-29 
"These things I have written to you concerning  

those who are trying to deceive you. 
As for you, the anointing which you received  

from Him abides in you, 
and you have no need for anyone to teach you; 

but as His anointing teaches you about all things, 
and is true and is not a lie, and just as it has taught you,  

you abide in Him. 
Now, little children, abide in Him,  

so that when He appears, 
we may have confidence and not shrink away  

from Him in shame at His coming. 
If you know that He is righteous, you know that everyone  

also who practices righteousness is born of Him.
