Hope In the Kingdom

Psalm 98
Preaching: Nick Bass

Main Point of the Sermon:
God has and will reveal his righteousness and faithfulness through salvation;
therefore, sing with joy.

1. The Lord’s marvelous salvation (1-3, 9)

a. God has displayed His salvation. (1-2)
b. His righteousness is always visible. (2, 9)
c. His faithfulness is always considered. (3)

2. The Lord’s salvation manifest in Christ

a. In Christ, God has revealed ultimate salvation.
b. In Christ, there is unity of righteousness and faithfulness.

3. Our New Song of Praise (1, 4-8)

a. Sing a new song for God’s new mercies. (1)
b. Sing along with the praise of creation. (7-8)

c. Joyfully make all manner of praise. (4-6)
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
