“The term ‘the destroyer’ in Ex. 12:23 (a Heb. 
participle from shahat, in the Hiphil theme) seems to 
suggest that the agent of destruction is someone 
other than the Lord (but compare Ex. 12:12, 13). 
Who then, or what, is ‘the destroyer?’…It seems that 
only with the NT revelation may this conundrum be 
solved. The ‘Destroyer’ (the term should be spelled 
with a capital letter) appears to be another reference 
to the pre-incarnate Jesus! (This is also, we believe, 
the better solution to the meaning of the term ‘the 
Angel of Yahweh’; 23:20.)”

“Certainly many will cringe at the notion of Jesus 
being described with this dark title; but they cringe 
as well at the picture of the Savior in Rev. 19:11–21. 
(Perhaps the same image is intended in the account 
of the Angel of the Lord with a drawn sword in His 
hand standing over the infamous Balaam; Num. 
22:31.) Scriptural categories should not be 
established by ‘cringe-quotients’! There are many 
and varied portraits of the Savior-King in Scripture.

◼ Instantaneous appearance and termination

◼ Description as “signs and wonders” (7:3)

◼ Intensification

◼ Timing

◼ Accomplishment of a moral purpose (11:1)

◼ Response they invoked from the Egyptian sorcerers 
(7:22; 8:18-19)

◼ Last seven plagues did not effect the Jews living in 
Goshen (9:6) 

◼ Nile into blood affected all rivers, streams, pools, 
reservoirs, and vessels holding waters

“12:37. Six hundred thousand … men. This is a round figure; the 
total number of men aged twenty and older was 603,550 
(38:26). Extrapolating from that number, assuming one wife and 
two children per man, one arrives at an exodus population of 
roughly two million people. Objections have been commonly 
raised over the possibility of such an extraordinary population. 
While enormous energy and scholarly creativity has gone into 
the development of alternative theories to explain why the 
population numbers should not be taken at their face value, 
none has proven definitively convincing.”

AGE OF THE EARTH?

◼ 971-931 BC=Solomonic reign

◼ 966=Solomon rebuilds temple (1 Kgs 6:1b)

◼ - 480 years for the Exodus’ date (1 Kgs 6:1a)

◼ = 1446 BC for Exodus’ date

◼ - 430 years for Jacob’s migration to Egypt 
(Exod 12:40)

◼ = 1876 BC for Jacob’s migration to Egypt 
(Gen 46)
