LOOK FOR DIVINE
OPENINGS

prison.

We’ve been asking for escape, but

heaven is offering opportunity.



God opens strange doors:
  

•  Doors in prisons (Paul)
  

•  Doors in the wilderness (John the Baptist)
  

•  Doors in persecution (the Early Church)



What if the resistance
you’re feeling is the
doorway you prayed
for?



Some of you are in strange seasons —
new jobs, strange relationships, spiritual

tension —
but the Lord says, “It’s not a detour; it’s a

door.
Ask Me to open it — and walk through it

with fire in your bones.”

3. “TO DECLARE THE MYSTERY OF CHRIST…” 
— BEAR THE WEIGHT OF WONDER



Don’t dilute the message to be more
“relatable.”
Don’t cut the edge off the Gospel to
be accepted.

There’s still power in the blood.
Still mystery in the Incarnation.
Still wonder in the Resurrection.
Still trembling in the Holy Spirit.
Let your life preach the mystery.



4. “WALK IN WISDOM
TOWARD OUTSIDERS,
MAKING THE BEST USE
OF THE TIME” —
DISCERN THE MOMENT

WALK IN WISDOM, NOT JUST ACTIVITY.
