THE ROCK THAT
DEFEATS HELL



“ON THIS ROCK I WILL BUILD MY CHURCH,
AND THE GATES OF
HELL SHALL NOT PREVAIL AGAINST IT.” (V. 18)

WHAT IS THE ROCK?
IT’S NOT PETER THE MAN—IT’S PETER’S
CONFESSION.
IT’S THE REVELATION OF JESUS AS THE
CHRIST.



CHURCHES BUILT ON PERSONALITY
WILL CRUMBLE.

MINISTRIES BUILT ON MARKETING
WILL COLLAPSE.

 LIVES BUILT ON CULTURE WILL BE
CRUSHED.

BUT WHEN YOU’RE BUILT ON THE
REVELATION OF JESUS,

YOU CANNOT BE SHAKEN.



Hell has gates, but gates don’t move
—we do.

This is not a defensive posture. This
is an offensive

promise.
We are the Church on the move—

Stop us.



THE KEYS THAT

“I will give you the keys of the

Keys speak of access,

authority, and alignment.

WHY HIDE THE
