- Gen 12.2-3— " [ will make of you a great nation...so that you will be
a blessing. ... in you all the families of the earth shall be blessed.”

- Gen 13.15-16—"..all the land that you see I will give to you and to
your offspring forever. ' I will make your offspring ... so that if one
can count the dust of the earth, your offspring also can be counted.”

- Galatians 3:16—"...the promises were made to Abraham and to his
offspring. It does not say, “And to offsprings,” referring to many, but
referring to one, ‘And to your offspring,” who is Christ.”

- The Abrahamic promises terminate in Christ as the true Seed.

- Because Christ is the Seed, the promises to Abraham reach their
goal in him, not apart from him

- God’s covenant promises to Abraham and his seed are fulfilled
in Christ. Thus, all united to Christ by faith—Jew and
Gentile—inherit those promises.

- Matthew 5.5—"Blessed are the meek, for they shall inherit the earth”
(echoing Ps 37:9, 1—"...those who wait for the LORD ... the meek shall
inherit the land and delight themselves in abundant peace”)

- Hebrews 11.10, 13-16—Abraham, Isaac and Jacob were “...looking
forward to the city that has foundations, whose designer and builder
is God.... These all died in faith, not having received the things
promised, but having seen them and greeted them from afar,
and having acknowledged that they were strangers and exiles on the
earth. For people who speak thus make it clear that they are seeking
a homeland. If they had been thinking of that land from which they
had gone out, they would have had opportunity to return. But as it is,
they desire a better country, that is, a heavenly one.”

+ In Christ we inherit a much Greater Land than Canaan—it’s
globalized, transformed, renewed, and heavenly

Rather, through [Israel’s| trespass salvation has come to
the Gentiles, so as to make Israel jealous. > Now if their trespass
means riches for the world, and if their failure means riches for the
Gentiles, how much more will their full inclusion mean!

B Now I am speaking to you Gentiles. Inasmuch then as I am an
apostle to the Gentiles, I magnify my ministry 4in order somehow to
make my fellow Jews jealous, and thus save some of them. 5 For if their
rejection means the reconciliation of the world, what will their accept-

ance mean but life from the dead? *¢ If the dough offered as firstfruits is
holy, so is the whole lump, and if the root is holy, so are the branches.

But if some of the branches were broken off, and you, although a
wild olive shoot, were grafted in among the others and now share in
the nourishing root of the olive tree, do not be arrogant toward the
branches. If you are, remember it is not you who support the root, but
the root that supports you. Then you will say, “Branches were broken off
so that I might be grafted in.” That is true. They were broken off because
of their unbelief, but you stand fast through faith. So do not become
proud, but fear. For if God did not spare the natural branches, neither
will he spare you. Note then the kindness and the severity of God: sever-
ity toward those who have fallen, but God's kindness to you, provided
you continue in his kindness. Otherwise you too will be cut off. And even
they, if they do not continue in their unbelief, will be grafted in, fo
God has the power to graft them in again. For if you were cut from what
is by nature a wild olive tree, and grafted, contrary to nature, into a
cultivated olive tree, how much more will these, the natural branches, be
arafted back into their own olive tree.

And in this
way all Israel will be saved, as it is written, “The Deliverer will
come from Zion, he will banish ungodliness from Jacob’; “and this will be
my covenant with them when I take away their sins.”

28 As regards the gospel, they are enemies for your sake. But as
regards election, they are beloved for the sake of their forefathers. Foi
the gifts and the calling of God are irrevocable. For just as you were
at one time disobedient to God but now have received mercy because of
their disobedience, so they too have now been disobedient in order that
by the mercy shown to you they also may now receive mercy. For God
has consigned all to disobedience, that he may have mercy on all.

Oh, the depth of the riches and wisdom and knowledge of God! How
unsearchable are his judgments and how inscrutable his ways!

Romans 11

- Abrahamic promises extend to Christ & His Church

- Continuity with (ethnic) Israel, not full transfer or replacement.
- Believing Gentiles are grafted into Israel's covenantal "olive tree.”
- We share its blessings—but be humble toward unbelieving Jews.

- The Olive Tree (v. 16-24) depicts God's people as a single, rooted
entity—patriarchs (root) & Abrahamic covenant (nourishing sap).

- ‘Natural branches’ (unbelieving Jews) are ‘broken off due to unbelief,
while ‘wild branches’ (Gentiles) are ‘grafted in’ through faith.

- Gentiles share in the "rich root" (promises to Abraham) but do not
support it—Israel's heritage sustains them.

- This grafting fulfills the “blessing to all nations” (Gen 12:3)
- Israel's temporary "stumble/rejection” brings Gentile riches (v. 11, 15).

Romans 11

- Believers in Messiah/Christ (Jew & Gentile) inherit as one "Israel of
faith,” but the Olive Tree remains Israel's by divine promise.

- Seems to affirm God's unwavering faithfulness to (ethnic) Israel:
they are "beloved for the sake of their forefathers” (v. 28), “for the
gifts and the calling of God are irrevocable” (v. 29).

- A “present remnant” (v. 5) is carrying covenant promises forward.

- ’.all Israel will be saved"” (v. 26) after “the fullness of the Gentiles has

come in” (V. 25)
—likely meaning a large-scale Jewish turning to Christ so as to “graft
back in the natural branches” (v. 23-24).

- Amplifies Abrahamic promises (v. 12) and global blessing.

- Rather than a total transfer, it shows promises rooted in Abraham-
[srael, but expanded through Christ—Gentiles partake without
becoming Israel or nullifying Jewish priority.

- Abrahamic, Palestinian, Davidic, & New Covenant promises remain
exclusively for ethnic Israel, and are to be realized physically in a
future millennial kingdom.

- The promises of eternal land possession (Gen 17:8) & eternal
Davidic throne (2 Sam 7) are unconditional & unfulfilled—
"spiritualizing” these to the Church violates a “literal” interpretation

- Church enjoys spiritual blessings (new birth), not national ones

- Proves Israel’s enduring role: natural branches (Jews) are broken off
temporarily for unbelief, while wild branches (Gentiles) are grafted

- “all Israel will be saved” (Rom 11.26)—after Gentile fullness will be a
national, ethnic restoration & regrafting of natural branches (Israel)

- “for the sake of their forefathers ... the gifts and calling of God are
irrevocable” (Rom 11.28-29)—ensures a future fulfillment

Regardless of whether you tend toward a Covenantal or
Dispensational perspective theologically, given the multitude of
countries for Arab Muslims to live in a strong “majority population,” it
is persuasive from a humanitarian viewpoint for the Jewish people to
have a place where they can do the same, especially given the long
history of persecution they've suffered and the large numbers today
who publicly advocate for their genocide.
