Culturally-Distant non-Believers

in Frontier People Groups

Frontier Peaple Groups (FPG), a subset of
unreached people groups, have no
indigenous movement to Christ, and less
than 0.1% Christian. FPGs total 25% of the
world population.

Culturally-Near non-Believers

27% of world population.

These non-believers can be reached
by Christians who live in their own
people groups. These groups are
called reached people groups.

Frontier Mission Challenge:

Non-believers in Frontier People Groups have
virtually no chance of hearing about Jesus from
somebody in their own people group.

40% of all the non-believers in the world
are culturally near to believers and can
be reached by them.
