e The 3rd Non-Ignorant Issue is in regards to “true godly sanctification/holiness.

e Paul utilizes the "things written” for examples to "not lust after evil things" and to
admonish us.

e The context is Israel has been Redeemed and Sanctified, but they do not appreciate their
sanctification and God's gracious provision toward them instead "lust after evil things",
"were overthrown", and "God was not well pleased".

e Paul identifies the same lack of appreciation of the Corinthians sanctification. They too are
"lusting after evil things": fornication, idolatry, covetous, drunkards, extortioner, adulterers,
effiminate.

e 1 Corinthians 1:2
o "sanctified in Christ Jesus"
o "called to be saints"
= :9 - "called unto the fellowship of His Son Jesus Christ our Lord"

¢ 1 Corinthians 1:30
o "made unto us wisdom, and righteousness, and sanctification, and redemption”

= That we walk not like:
o "walk as men" -1 Cor. 3:3
o "wise in this world" - 1 Cor. 3:18

= 1 Cor. 4:6 - "learn in us not to think of men above that which is written"
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e 1 Corinthians 5-7
o Fornication
= "fornication among you" (5:1)

= "brother, fornicator (5:11)
= "unrighteous shall not inherit the kingdom of God...fornicators" (6:9)
= "body not for fornication (6:13)
= "avoid fornication (7:2)
o ldolatry

= "with idolaters” (5:10)
= "nor idolaters” (6:9)
= "things offered unto idols" (8:1)

e 1 Corinthians 5:6-8
o "little leaven leaveneth the whole lump™
o "purge out" - sanctify
= Separate it from you
= Separate yourself from it
o Exodus 12:15
o "Christ sacrificed - keep the feast - not with old leaven”

o "sanctified"

Sanctification and Sanctifying Provision

e 1 Corinthians 10:1-13
o :1-4 ="all" - each and everyone of them benefited from God's sanctification of them
= :1 - under the cloud (Ex. 13:21-22; 14:19-24)
o Provision for sanctification
o Leading Provision (from before and behind)
o Enemies

= :1 - passed through the sea
o "Lord fighteth for them" (Ex. 14:25)

= :2 - baptized unto Moses (in the cloud and in the sea)
o Exodus 14:21
o Pauline authority

= :3 - eat the same spiritual meat (Ex. 16:15 - Josh. 5:12)
o Daily sustenance
o God's daily provision unto His purpose
o God's provision of food by His grace after sanctification that they were
supposed to think of whom they received it and what it provided daily -
their life.
- Matt. 4:4

= :4 - drink the same spiritual drink (Ex. 17:6)

o "spiritual Rock...was Christ"
o God's provision of water by His grace after sanctification that they were
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supposed to think of whom they received it and what it provided daily -
their life.
- Jn. 4:10, 7:38

o "but with many of them God was not well pleased: for they were overthrown in the
wilderness™
= Qverthrown - To turn upside down; To defeat

o "lusted after evil things"
= Hebrews 11:24-29
= Goes from the Red Sea to Jericho - skips the day of provocation

o Hebrews 3-4
= Hebrews 3:5 - "testimony of those things which were to be spoken after"
o "harden not your hearts™" (Ps. 95:8)

o :10 - "err in their heart" - "not known my ways"
