For he will be delivered over to the Gentiles and will be mocked 
and shamefully treated and spit upon. And after flogging him, they will kill him, 
and on the third day he will rise.”

Luke 19:43-44 
“For the days will come upon you, when your enemies will set up a barricade 
around you and surround you and hem you in on every side and tear you down to 
the ground, you and your children within you. And they will not leave one stone 
upon another in you, because you did not know the time of your visitation.” 
 
John 3:18 
Whoever believes in him is not condemned, but whoever does not believe is 
condemned already, because he has not believed in the name of the only Son of 
God. 
 
Luke 19:41-42 
And when he drew near and saw the city, he wept over it, saying, “Would that 
you, even you, had known on this day the things that make for peace! But 
now they are hidden from your eyes.” 
 
Luke 24:45-47 
Then he opened their minds to understand the Scriptures, and said to 
them, “Thus it is written, that the Christ should suffer and on the third day rise 
from the dead, and that repentance for the forgiveness of sins should be 
proclaimed in his name to all nations, beginning from Jerusalem. 
 
2 Peter 3:9-10  
The Lord is not slow to fulfill his promise as some count slowness, but is patient 
toward you, not wishing that any should perish, but that all should reach 
repentance. But the day of the Lord will come like a thief, and then the heavens 



will pass away with a roar, and the heavenly bodies will be burned up and 
dissolved, and the earth and the works that are done on it will be exposed. 
 
Main Idea: Rejoice! The King of peace has come.
