Call To Worship

Leader: The world seeks truth in power and wealth, but Scripture
reveals truth through prophecy fulfilled in Jesus Christ. Without
relying on earthly status or riches, Jesus spoke with divine authority,
declaring, ‘I am the way, the truth, and the life,”

John 14.:6; Luke 24:27; Heb 1.1-2

Congregation: The world pursues the best life through influence,
achievement, wealth, and control; Jesus, by contrast, models a life of
humility, obedience, sacrifice, and love. As the Good Shepherd and
fulfillment of prophecy, He has come that “we may have life and have
it abundantly.” Ezekiel 34:11-16; Isa 35.5-6; John 10.10

ALL: God's purpose for us is discovered not through position or
ability, but through abiding in Him and walking as He walked. “For we
are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which
God prepared beforehand, that we should walk in them.”

1 John 2:6; Eph 2:10 AMEN.

Scripture Reading/Lesson: Matthew 17: 24-27 (NIV)

Leader: 24 After Jesus and his disciples arrived in Capernaum, the
collectors of the two-drachma temple tax came to Peter and asked,
‘Doesn't your teacher pay the temple tax?”

Congregation: 25 “Yes, he does,” he replied. When Peter came into
the house, Jesus was the first to speak. “What do you think,

Simon?" he asked. “From whom do the kings of the earth collect duty
and taxes—from their own children or from others?”

ALL: 26 “From others," Peter answered. “Then the children are
exempt,” Jesus said to him. 27 “But so that we may not cause
offense, go to the lake and throw out your line. Take the first fish you
catch; open its mouth and you will find a four-drachma coin. Take it
and give it to them for my tax and yours.” AMEN.



PASTOR: 1 Cor. 11:23 (KJV)
For I have received of the Lord that which also I delivered unto you,

That the Lord Jesus the same night in which he was betrayed took
bread:

1 Cor 11:24 (NLT) 24 and gave thanks to God for it. Then he broke it
in pieces and said, “This is my body, which is given for you. Do this in
remembrance of me.”

And Jesus said unto them, I am the bread of life: he that cometh to me
shall never hunger; and he that believeth on me shall never thirst.
