"I’M STILL HERE.” 

Call To Worship
Leader: Let us give thanks for God’s divine provision in granting
us this new day of life – count it a blessing, do not squander it.  
“We have troubles all around us, but we are not defeated. We do
not know what to do, but we do not give up the hope of living.
We are persecuted, but God does not leave us. We are hurt
sometimes, but we are not destroyed.” 2 Cor 4:8-9
Congregation: “Like the rest, we were by nature deserving of
wrath. But because of his great love for us, God, who is rich in
mercy, made us alive with Christ.” As we lend ourselves to God’s
direction, we adopt those practices that yield the fruit of the
Spirit; live by the Spirit and “walk [alive] in step with the Spirit.”

ALL: Although we were all born spiritually bankrupt, when we
believe in Jesus Christ and His resurrection, God gives us a new
quality of life (a spiritual rebirth) -- eternal life. “Therefore, if any
man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed
away; behold, all things are become new. AMEN.  Rom 5:12; 2 Cor
5:17; Gal 2:20
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Pastor: 1 Cor. 11:23 (KJV)  
For I have received of the Lord that
which also I delivered unto you,
That the Lord Jesus the same night
in which he was betrayed took
bread: 
1 Cor 11:24 (NLT) 24 and gave
thanks to God for it. Then he broke it
in pieces and said, “This is my body,
which is given for you. Do this in
remembrance of me.” 

Congregation: John 6:35 (KJV)
And Jesus said unto them, I am the
bread of life: he that cometh to me
shall never hunger; and he that
believeth on me shall never thirst.

Pastor: 1 Cor. 11:25 (KJV) 
After the same manner also he took
the cup, when he had supped,
saying, this cup is the new
testament in my blood: this do ye,
as  oft as ye drink it, in
remembrance of me.
Congregation: Hebrews 9:22 (KJV)
And almost all things are by the law 
purged with blood; and without
shedding of blood is no remission.
