Scripture Lesson/Reading: Hebrews 4:14-16 (NLV) 

Leader: 14 So then, since we have a great High Priest who 

has entered heaven, Jesus the Son of God, let us hold firmly 

to what we believe.  

Congregation:  15 This High Priest of ours understands our 

weaknesses, for he faced all of the same testings we do, yet 

he did not sin.  

ALL: 16 So let us come boldly to the throne of our gracious 

God. There we will receive his mercy, and we will find 

grace to help us when we need it most. AMEN. 

Sermon Title:  

"GET INTO THE ROOM." 

Leader:  When we position ourselves in prayer at the feet of Jesus; (our own 

heavenly sanctuary), we are in the room. The place where God’s presence  

becomes our refuge, strength, and peace.  As God proclaimed in the scriptures, 

“Call to Me and I will answer you.” Jer 33:3  

Congregation:  God’s invitation to “knock” is always connected to His desire 

to open, respond, and draw near to His people.  If we desire to pursue God and 

be in His presence, we must actively seek Him. He promises our knock will 

lead to an open door in the room.  Matt 7:7-8; Luke 11:9–10; James 4:8 

ALL:  When we are aligned with God—walking in faith, obedience, and sin-

cerity—our prayers carry weight and effectiveness. If we abide in Christ, our 

prayers bear fruit and God responds. And when we get into the room—into His 

presence—we are transformed as we behold Him.  AMEN.
