One More Thing: I’ve heard it said, “You haven 't really witnessed to someone until you 've taken them through the plan of
salvation.” Sounds simple enough but, in fact, there is not a step-by-step plan laid out in Scripture as to “how” to do this,
so how do we capture the unbeliever’s attention? We do what Jesus did. He prompted them to think. The easiest way to
do this is to ask questions. In your next evangelism effort, at some point ask: “What do you know about Jesus?” With your
understanding of oida and ginosko, you’ll be on your way!
