Describe these passages in your own words.
How can we be the light of the world?
How might we try to hide our light?
Make a list of good deeds that could be done by someone who is 
living in the light of Jesus?
How does grumbling and disputing keep us from shining as the light of 
the world?
How does the way we treat others shine God’s light into the world?
