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Welcome

We are glad that you’ve joined us for this Maundy Thursday worship service!

During Holy Week, on Thursday evening, Jesus celebrated the Passover with his disci-
ples. While partaking of his last supper he famously used the meal to explain his sacrificial
death on the cross. As they ate bread and wine he said, “This is my body.” And, “This is the
blood of the covenant which is poured out for many for the forgiveness of sins.”

Having given of himself in love, Jesus urged his disciples, “A new commandant | give to
you, that you love one another, just as | have loved you...” Maundy derives from the Latin
word for commandment. Each year, on the Thursday of Holy Week, the church gathers
to remember God'’s love for us in Christ, as well as his commandment that we love one
another.

Tonight, after singing, silence, and a short meditation on a passage of scripture, we will
take the Lord’s Supper, prayerfully and seated at tables. For many this is one of the most
powerful and rich communion experiences of the year.

At the conclusion of the service the communion tables are ceremonially stripped and we
leave in silence and darkness. Symbolically this darkness and silence is broken with the
shout of “He is risen!” at the opening of our Easter worship the following Sunday.
