You were called “uncircumcised heathens”

by the Jews, who were proud of their circumcision...You were excluded from citizenship among

the people of Israel...you were far away from God, but now you have been brought near to him
through the blood of Christ. For Christ himself has brought peace to us. He united Jews and

Gentiles into one people when, in his own body on the cross, he broke down the wall of hostility

that separated us...He made peace between Jews and Gentiles by creating in himself one new
people from the two groups. Together as one body, Christ reconciled both groups to God by

means of his death on the cross, and our hostility toward each other was put to death.”
(Ephesians 2:11-16, NLT)

WHAT IS RACISM?

racism
1 the belief that each race or ethnic group possesses specific characteristics, abilities, or qualities
that distinguish it as inferior or superior to another such group.

2 discrimination against or antagonism towards other races or ethnic groups based on such a
belief.

Assumption:
Everyone is a racist, just to different degrees

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HOW TO DEFEAT DIVISIVENESS

After that, have
nothing more to do with them.” (Titus 3:10, NLT)

5. Check your MOTIVES.

“Whoever claims to love God yet hates a brother or sister is a liar. For whoever does not
love their brother and sister, whom they have seen, cannot love God, whom they have not
seen.” (1 John 4:20, NIV)

BUILD A BRIDGE OF LOVE!
