5 Ways God Uses
Spiritual Preparation.

1. Preparation leads to reconciliation.

For if, while we were God'’s enemies, we were reconciled to him through the death of his Son,
how much more, having been reconciled, shall we be saved through his life! Romans 5:10 NIV

Repent, then, and turn to God, so that your sins may be wiped out, that times of refreshing may
come from the Lord...Acts 3:19 NIV

2. Preparation gives clarification.

But seek first his kingdom and his righteousness, and all these things will be given to you as
well. Matthew 6:33 NIV

“Ask and it will be given to you; seek and you will find; knock and the door will be opened to
you. For everyone who asks receives; the one who seeks finds; and to the one who knocks, the
door will be opened. Matthew 7:7-8 NIV

Action Step:
“Lord, what do you want to do in me
over the next six weeks?”



3. Preparation helps bring transformation.

Do not conform to the pattern of this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your
mind. Then you will be able to test and approve what God'’s will is—his good, pleasing and
perfect will. Romans 12:2 NIV

from the Lord, who is the Spirit, transforms us into his likeness in an ever greater degree of
glory.
