crooked and perverse people.” (Philippians 2:15, NLT)  

 

3. A __________________ MIND. 

“I will refuse to look at anything vile and vulgar. I hate all who deal crookedly; I will have 

nothing to do with them. I will reject perverse ideas and stay away from every evil.” (Psalm 

101:3–4, NLT)
