For they accuse me of things I've never
done... [Yet] | remain confident of this: | WILL SEE THE GOODNESS OF THE LORD in the
land of the living.” (Psalm 27:10-13, NLT/NIV)

“[Jesus] understands our weaknesses, for he faced all of the same testings we do, yet he
did not sin. [Therefore] let us come boldly to the throne of our gracious God. There we
will receive his mercy, and we will find grace to help us when we need it most.”
