¢ The Law points to Jesus = Picturing Him & fulfilled by Him

OVERVIEW: TIME FRAME

1 Kings 6:1  Judges 11:26 ¢ Exodus 11:40-41 = the Exodus was around
1450BC, after being in Egypt 430 years.

Why does God leave Israel in Egypt for 400 years?
1 e Genesis 15:13-16 ® The iniquity of the Amorites was not yet

completed

2 » To keep them separate from the world (Canaanite culture)

Vs 6-8 ¢ A “New King” arises in Egypt

Vs 9-10 e Israel prospers; Egypt is overwhelmed

Vs 11-12 ¢ Has God abandoned them?

Vs 13-14 « Hard labor turn to brutality

Vs 15-2:12 - The Sanctity of Life

Vs 15-17 ¢ The midwives feared God, not man

Vs 18-21 » God preserved and prospered the midwives

Vs 22 ¢ Pharaoh commands his people to carry out this genocide; this

comes back to haunt Egypt on the night of the Passover

2:1-3 ¢ Moses’ parents thwart satan’s plan to exterminate Israel & her

Messiah

Moses was “beautiful” = “good” = human life is GOOD
