
-1) How does understanding the seriousness of sin change 
the way we view Jesus' sacrifice on the cross?

-2) In what ways has our culture normalized sin, and how can 
we guard against becoming desensitized to its 
consequences?

-3) What does it mean practically that the blood of Jesus 
frees us not only from the penalty of sin but also from the 
power of sin?

-4) How can we better allow Jesus' sacrifice to fuel the fire of 
our faith rather than relying on our own efforts to try 
harder?

1) What are some dead works or old ways that Jesus' blood 
has purified you from, and how has that transformed your 
ability to serve God? Is there anything else you need to 
surrender over to God and put under the blood of Christ?
