-2) How does understanding that our citizenship is in heaven 
change the way we respond to disappointments, conflicts, 
or challenges here on earth?

-3) If you truly lived with a 'forever focus' and eternal 
perspective, how would your priorities, spending habits, or 
use of time change this year?

-4) The sermon mentions that Christ should be 'our life' rather 
than just 'part of our life.' What would need to change in your 
daily routine if Christ truly became everything?
