
-1) How does understanding that "disciple" appears over 260 
times in Scripture while "Christian" appears only 3 times 
change your perspective on what God is calling us to be?

-2) The sermon states that a disciple maker must first be a 
disciple made. How are you actively growing as a disciple 
through learning God's Word and living it out?

-3) The Great Commission commands us to make disciples of all 
nations.  Who in your sphere of influence can you be 
discipling?

-4) Read Luke 9:23. What does it mean to deny yourself, take 
up your cross daily, and follow Jesus in your everyday life 
and decisions? 

Take Home/Challenge Questions:
1) The sermon emphasizes that salvation is free but discipleship 
costs everything. What specific areas of your life have you 
held back from fully surrendering to Christ?
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(Matt. 28:19-20)
