
-1) To satisfy the crowd, Pilate released Barabbas and had Jesus 
crucified. How can living for anyone else’s approval over God’s 
approval lead to the wrong choices?

-2) How do we become people who consistently choose to live for 
God’s approval over man’s approval?

-3) How can the details of Jesus’ suffering and the crucifixion lead us 
to an even deeper worship of God?

-4) Read Hebrews 12:1-2. How can we consistently keep our eyes set 
on Jesus and the cross?

-5) How do you plan to worship the Lord between now and Easter?
