Dates:  Week One—August 3-11; Week Two—August 10-18

Travelers to Brazil are required to have a valid passport, a 

current visa, and immunizations recommended by the 

Health Department.

17 But in giving this instruction, I do not praise you, because you come 

together not for the better but for the worse.

Supper, 21 for in your eating each one takes his own supper first; and 

one is hungry and another is drunk.  22 What! Do you not have houses 

in which to eat and drink? Or do you despise the church of God and 

shame those who have nothing? What shall I say to you? Shall I praise 

you?
