 ISRAEL-GAZA WAR                                                                          

What Can We Do? 

In the early morning hours of October 7, 2023, militants with the 
terrorist group Hamas launched a surprise, multi-pronged assault on 
Israel — beginning with missile strikes near Tel Aviv — with 
thousands dead and injured from both sides within the first 24 hours. 
The assault is the broadest in decades, escalating the long-simmering 
conflict into all-out war — displacing thousands. 

The Southern Baptist crisis response agency, Send Relief, is working 
with partners in Israel and the region to quickly respond to needs of 
people reeling from the effects of war and displacement. Gifts can be 
made through them to aid in the provision of trauma care, food, 
medical care, and hygiene supplies.  Send Relief is working with 
Baptist Village, a non-profit organization near Tel Aviv, to provide 
urgently needed refuge and resources for vulnerable and displaced 
people during this war. The center has been a place of refreshment 
and reconciliation since the late 1940s.  If you wish to contribute 
toward these relief efforts, please make your check to Open Door 
Church and designate it for “Send Relief.” 

You can give, but we all must also pray for innocent victims of the 
war in both Israel and Gaza.                                                                       
Pray for survivors and the thousands injured in the fighting, as well as 
hostages and prisoners of war.                                                                   
Pray for the families and individuals displaced due to the sudden 
conflict.

I.  GOD'S MYSTERIOUS DESTINY FOR ISRAEL 
25 For I do not want you, brethren, to be uninformed of this mystery—

so that you will not be wise in your own estimation—that a partial 

hardening has happened to Israel until the fullness of the Gentiles has 

come in; 26a and so all Israel will be saved;    

 
 
 
 
 
 
II.  GOD'S MYSTERIOUS DELIVERER OF ISRAEL                                                     
26b just as it is written, “THE DELIVERER WILL COME FROM ZION, HE WILL 

REMOVE UNGODLINESS FROM JACOB.”  27 “THIS IS MY COVENANT WITH THEM,

III.  GOD'S MYSTERIOUS DESCRIPTION OF ISRAEL 
28 From the standpoint of the gospel they are enemies for your sake,  

but from the standpoint of God’s choice they are beloved for the sake 

of the fathers;  29 for the gifts and the calling of God are irrevocable. 

 

 
 
 
 
IV.  GOD'S MYSTERIOUS DESIRE FOR ISRAEL 
30 For just as you once were disobedient to God, but now have been 

shown mercy because of their disobedience, 31 so these also now 

have been disobedient, that because of the mercy shown to you they 

also may now be shown mercy. 32 For God has shut up all in 

disobedience so that He may show mercy to all.   

 

 

 

CONCLUSION:  33 Oh, the depth of the riches both of the wisdom and 

knowledge of God! How unsearchable are His judgments and 

unfathomable His ways!  34 For WHO HAS KNOWN THE MIND OF THE LORD, OR 

WHO BECAME HIS COUNSELOR? 35 Or WHO HAS FIRST GIVEN TO HIM THAT IT MIGHT 

BE PAID BACK TO HIM AGAIN? 36 For from Him and through Him and to Him 

are all things. To Him be the glory forever. Amen.
