Last Week: Embracing the Challenges of Fatherhood 

Fans – A Fan is someone interested in the things of Jesus, enjoys the benefits of Jesus 
but is not engaged in His mission. 

Followers – A Follower of Jesus are those who accept His Invitation and join Him in His 
missions. 

Foes – A Foe opposes Jesus, becomes an obstacle to His mission, and rejects His 
Invitation.
