• Do you think it’s wrong to want a spouse who makes you happy?  Why or 
why not? 

 
• Do you think arranged marriages, like what was done in Bible times, are 

better than people choosing their own spouse?  Why or why not? 



• When can it be GOOD to reconsider a romantic relationship? 
• When can it be BAD to reconsider a romantic relationship? 
 
The 4 biblical purposes for marriage are to… 

1) Reflect the image of God. 
2) Be a picture of Jesus’ relationship with the church. 
3) Create a stable environment for children to learn of God. 
4) Provide a haven for love, personal growth, and intimate companionship. 

 
• How can marriages, or other relationships, reflect the image of God? 

 
• How is Jesus’ relationship with His church proclaimed through a healthy 

biblical marriage? 
 
• How does a healthy biblical marriage help children to learn of God? 
 
• How does working through difficulties help us to grow and become closer 

with our spouse or other relationships? 
 
• We are in a section in Ephesians that is teaching about wisdom.  What is the 

wisdom that is needed in romantic relationships; both dating and marriage?
