a. Vs 22-24 shows the first family bringing Jesus to the 
temple to fulfill the requirements given by the Word of 
God

4. Christian Joy aches, longs, and desires
a. Christ already came but our Joy makes us long for His 
return 

5. Christian Joy Heralds
a. Joy leads to gratitude and gladness. Gratitude and 
gladness draws people in.

Displaying genuine joy in Christ is enough light to draw 

people in for the glory of God as so many are void of true joy 
in anything else.
