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This powerful exploration of Acts chapter 5 reveals a profound truth about the necessity of divine
discipline in the life of the church. We witness how God established, through the sobering accounts of
Ananias and Sapphira, that His church would not be dominated by the flesh but by the Spirit. The
message challenges us to understand that church discipline isn't about punishment, but about
preserving the purity and power of God's work among His people. We see how the apostles, freshly
empowered after these events, experienced an unprecedented flow of miracles and healings—even
Peter's shadow brought healing to the sick. This teaches us that when we allow God to discipline our
hearts and motives, removing hypocrisy and self-glory, we position ourselves to witness the supernatural
work of God in ways we never imagined. The contrast is striking: undisciplined religion seeks
self-preservation and human glory, while God-disciplined faith pursues truth regardless of personal cost.
For us today, this means examining whether we're willing to submit to God's discipline in our own lives,
knowing that His discipline frees us to become vessels of His miraculous power rather than monuments
to our own achievements.
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Title: The Discipline of God's Church: Standing Firm in Truth Over Self-Preservation

Sermon Summary: This sermon examines the early church's miraculous growth and the essential role of
divine discipline in maintaining spiritual integrity. The pastor emphasizes that God's discipline,
demonstrated through the sobering account of Ananias and Sapphira, established a foundation that
prevented the flesh from receiving glory meant only for God. The message highlights how the apostles,
newly empowered by the Holy Spirit yet facing intense persecution from the Sanhedrin, chose obedience to
God over self-preservation. Their supernatural boldness—refusing to defend themselves before authorities,
continuing to preach despite imprisonment and beatings, and rejoicing in suffering—mirrors the discipline
Christ demonstrated during His trials. The sermon challenges believers to recognize that true spiritual
discipline means the truth can no longer be beaten out of them because it resides within through the Holy
Spirit, not as external philosophy but as living reality.

Church discipline must be established early and enacted when the Holy Spirit leads to prevent the flesh
from dominating God's house

God will not share His glory with any man; supernatural ministry flows only after proper discipline is in place
The miraculous healing ministry through the apostles occurred only after they demonstrated willingness to
confront sin through the Ananias and Sapphira incident

Men disciplined by God do not consider their options or self-preservation; they simply obey divine orders

In what ways might modern churches be tempted to prioritize financial needs or numerical growth
over confronting hypocrisy and sin, and what are the consequences of failing to exercise godly
discipline?

What does Peter's bold response to the Sanhedrin—'We ought to obey God rather than men'—teach
us about navigating conflicts between religious or governmental authority and obedience to Christ?

How does the supernatural deliverance of the apostles from prison, followed by their immediate
return to teaching in the temple, illustrate the relationship between divine intervention and human
obedience?

Gamaliel's advice to 'let them alone' suggests that genuine works of God cannot be overthrown by
human opposition.

What made their
witness so powerful? How did their lack of concern for self-preservation impact their testimony?

Read Acts 5:40-42. The apostles rejoiced after being beaten. How is this possible? What does this reveal
about what happens when truth becomes internal rather than external?

Section 4: Personal Application (20 minutes)

10. The pastor gave a hypothetical about sharing your faith with family and friends who respond with

skepticism. Has this happened to you? How did you respond? How does Gamaliel's advice in verses 38-39
apply?

11. "Truth can no longer be beaten out of you." What does this mean practically in your life? Are there areas

where external pressure still influences your faith?

12. Read Acts 4:19-20 again. Peter said, "We cannot but speak the things which we have seen and heard."

What have you "seen and heard" in your relationship with Jesus that you feel compelled to share?

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Daily Devotional

5-Day Devotional: Disciplined by God for His Glory

Day 1: The Foundation of Divine Discipline

Reading: Acts 5:1-11; 1 Corinthians 14:40

Devotional: The sobering account of Ananias and Sapphira reveals a foundational truth: God's discipline protects
His church from the dominance of the flesh. Before the miraculous could flow through the apostles, God
established that hypocrisy and self-glorification have no place in His house. This wasn't cruelty but

love —protecting the fledgling church from corruption at its birth.

God's discipline in your life isn't punishment; it's purification. When He corrects you, He's preparing you for greater
usefulness in His kingdom. The church that allows "all things to be done decently and in order" creates space for
the supernatural while maintaining holiness.

Reflection: Where might God be calling you to greater authenticity in your walk with Him? Are there areas where
you're tempted to receive glory that belongs to Him alone?

Day 2: Obedience Over Self-Preservation

Reading: Acts 5:17-32; Matthew 16:13-18

Devotional: When the angel freed the apostles from prison, they faced a choice: flee to safety or obey God's
command to return to the temple. Without hesitation, they chose obedience. Their response reveals the heart of
godly discipline—being so aligned with God's purposes that self-preservation never enters the equation.

Peter's bold declaration, "We ought to obey God rather than men," echoes through the centuries. These were new
believers—the Holy Spirit had indwelt them for barely fifty days—yet their commitment was absolute. They had
witnessed Jesus' own refusal to defend Himself, choosing truth over survival.

When you've been disciplined by God, human threats lose their power. The gates of hell cannot prevail against
those who stand on the rock of faith in Christ.

Reflection: What fears of consequence keep you from full obedience? How might God be calling you to choose His
approval over human acceptance?
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Day 3: Truth That Cannot Be Beaten Out

Reading: Acts 5:33-42; John 19:5-16

Devotional: The Sanhedrin's fury couldn't silence the apostles because truth had moved from external knowledge
to internal reality. They had been transformed from followers of a philosophy to carriers of a living Person. When
truth resides within you through the Holy Spirit, it cannot be extracted by persecution.

Notice their response after being flogged: they rejoiced that they were "counted worthy to suffer shame for His
name." This is the paradox of Christian discipleship—suffering becomes a badge of honor, not a reason to retreat.
They had seen this same discipline in Jesus, who made no plea for His life but remained committed to truth.

Your salvation isn't merely intellectual agreement; it's supernatural indwelling. The Holy Spirit alive in you makes
you unshakeable.

Reflection: Is your faith external (easily influenced) or internal (rooted in Spirit-wrought transformation)? How does
knowing truth lives within you change your approach to opposition?

Day 4: Counted Worthy to Suffer

Reading: Acts 5:40-42; 2 Timothy 3:12; 1 Peter 4:12-16

Devotional: The apostles' joy after being beaten seems incomprehensible until you understand their perspective.
They weren't masochists celebrating pain; they were disciples recognizing that sharing in Christ's sufferings meant
sharing in His mission. Persecution confirmed they were on the right path.

This radically challenges our comfort-seeking culture. We avoid discomfort, yet the early church rejoiced in it. Why?
Because unjust suffering for righteousness' sake validates that you're living differently than the world. It proves
you're no longer conformed to this age but transformed by the Spirit.

When your family ridicules your faith, when colleagues mock your convictions, when standing for truth costs you
opportunities—you're in good company. You're walking the path Jesus walked, and the apostles after Him.

Reflection: How do you typically respond to opposition for your faith? Can you identify ways God might be inviting
you to reframe suffering as a privilege rather than a problem?

Day 5: It's Just Another Phase (Or Is 1t?)

Reading: Acts 5:34-39; Galatians 1:6-10

Devotional: Gamaliel's counsel reveals what many experience when they come to Christ: loved ones dismiss your
transformation as "just another phase." Like the apostles, you may have tried many spiritual paths before
encountering Jesus. Now that you're genuinely changed, others expect this too shall pass.
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But here's the difference: every previous pursuit was external, something you tried on and could discard. Being
born again is internal—the Holy Spirit has taken up permanent residence. This isn't a phase; it's a new identity.
What was once a religious system you explored is now a Person who lives within you.

Gamaliel was wiser than he knew: "If it is of God, you cannot overthrow it." Your family and friends will eventually
see what the Sanhedrin saw —this isn't fading. The question is whether they'll respond with faith or continued
resistance.

Reflection: Who in your life is waiting for your faith to "fade"? How can you demonstrate through consistent,
disciplined devotion that Christ in you is permanent, not temporary?

Closing Thought: God's discipline isn't about restriction but about alignment—aligning your will with His, your glory
with His, your life with His purposes. When you're disciplined by God rather than driven by self-preservation, you
become unstoppable for the kingdom. The same power that raised Christ from the dead dwells in you, and no
amount of opposition can extinguish what God has ignited within your heart.
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
