> Mark 11 puts Jesus in Jerusalem of which He
predicted that the Son of Man (10:32)

1. Must suffer many things

2. Berejected by the elders, the chief priests,

and the scribes; handed over to Gentiles

3. Be mocked, spat on, flogged and be killed

4. Rise after three days

> Three-fifth of Mark (11-16) is devoted to the
final week of Jesus on the earth

> If you were to look at all four Gospels

1. They 89 chapters in total

2. Only 4 chapters are devoted to the first 30 yrs.

of Jesus’ life. 85 chapters describe the last
three-and-half years of Jesus’ life

3. Of the 85 chapters, 29 give us the final week
of Jesus’ life

4. Of the 29 chapters, 13 of them concentrate on
the final 24 hrs. of Jesus’ life on earth.

> |Interpretation: The focal point of the Gospels is

the supreme sacrifice that Jesus gave.
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> The context of Mark 11 is the Passover
Season:

> As we closely examine the text we will see

The delight of the Jews — Tens of thousands
of Jews from all over the world will come to
Jerusalem with excitement and nationalistic
pride.
The despair of the Romans — The size of the
crowd made it necessary for Roman military
units to be on high alert and for the
possibility rioting

Jesus presents Himself as Servant-King. How?
1. Enters Jerusalem from the Mount of Olive, v.1
> Historically, Jerusalem is a royal city, "The City
of David.” David who made Jerusalem the capital
of his kingdom, and King Solomon, his son, built
the first temple in Jerusalem.
> Mount Olive is not just a geographical location, it
has Messianic implications:
> Ezekiel prophesied to the Exiles in Babylon
a) The glory will depart from the Temple and
Jerusalem and stops above the mountain of the
east - Mount Olive (Ezekiel 11:23)
b) The same glory will return to Jerusalem from the
east — Mount Olive (Ezek. 43:1)

The donkey shows us the kind of King Jesus is:

Peaceful King

> Victorious Roman kings or generals (who kill at

least 5000 enemy soldiers) would often ride

great stallions to make triumphant processional

as a display of strength, authority, and
prosperity.

> In contrast, Jesus’ riding in on a young donkey

into Jerusalem was a display of peace, rather
than war. (Isaiah 9:6; Luke 2:14)

The donkey shows us the kind of King Jesus is:

i. Peaceful King

> Victorious Roman kings or generals (who kill at
least 5000 enemy soldiers) would often ride
great stallions to make triumphant processional
as a display of strength, authority, and
prosperity.

> In contrast, Jesus’ riding in on a young donkey
into Jerusalem was a display of peace, rather
than war. (Isaiah 9:6; Luke 2:14)

> When Jesus comes again to judge the earth, He
will be riding a white horse (Rev. 19:11-16)

ii. PropheticKing

> As Jesus rides the donkey into Jerusalem, He
fulfills the prophecy about the coming Messiah
(Zechariah 9:9)




mmmm Servant-King, 11:1-7

> Why would Jesus ask for a donkey? He owns
everything? He is the Creator. How can the
Lord “need” anything?

1. God works in the principle of partnership.
He “limited” Himself to our cooperation to
get His work done on the earth

2. The Creator leaves heaven, comes to earth
and borrows: a boat, a house to live in, an
upper room to celebrate the Last Supper, a
donkey to ride into Jerusalem, a tomb to be
buried in.

> What do you have that He can “borrow,”

partner with you to get his work done
through you?




Savior-King, 11:8-11

> Jesus not only presents himself as King, but
the people also proclaim Jesus as their Savior-
King. We see this in a number of ways.
1. They place him on the donkey (v.7; Luke

Palm branches were used in celebrations.
They were also used as symbols of military
victory, which shows that the people still
thought that Jesus was coming to deliver
them from Rome.

Spreading of the cloaks was a sign of respect
for the king (2 Kings 9:13). It was also a sign
of submission and their willingness to bow to
the king

For most of Jesus” ministry,

He discouraged people from publicly
celebrating Him as the Messiah (1:44;

> Unlike Matthew (21:1-9), Luke
(19:28-40) and John (12:12-19), Mark’s
account can hardly be called “Triumphal
Entry.”
1. Mark has no crowd coming to meet
Jesus
2. Mark’s crowd are those who
accompanied Jesus from Jericho to
Jerusalem
> But Jesus’ entry was triumphant
1. Jesus came to triumph over sin (1 Cor.
15:55-57)
2. He was God’s appointed king and Savior
3. His conquest was spiritual not military
4. His triumph would be the victory of love
over hatred, truth over error, life over
death
> Jesus, God’s Suffering Servant is our
Servant-King and Saving-King
