Discussion Time

1. “You praise what you prize.” What does your time, money, and emotional energy reveal about what you truly prize
right now?
e Where is Jesus in that picture?
e Are your actions flowing from affection — or obligation?
2. Which of the four responses do you most naturally drift toward?
1.Hostility (subtle resistance to Jesus’ authority)
2.Betrayal (compartmentalizing sin)
3.Religion in moderation (safe, controlled devotion)
4.Whole-hearted devotion
Be honest — what does that look like in your life right now?

3. The disciples thought her worship was excessive. Where are you tempted to think wholehearted devotion is “a bit
much”?
e Career decisions? Generosity? Evangelism? Serving? Public worship?
¢ What might that reveal about how you assess Jesus’ worth?
4. She found Jesus beautiful, not just useful.
e Do you primarily relate to Jesus as useful (for help, forgiveness, stability)... or beautiful (worthy of love and devotion)?
e What would change in your life if you truly saw Him as beautiful?

5. “She did a beautiful thing to me.” If Jesus evaluated your life right now, what might He say about your devotion?
e What is one concrete way you could move toward whole-hearted worship this week?
