Moses, An Unqualified Success – 1st 40 Years 
 

 Moses was equipped by Egypt with the equivalent of an MBA & a Ph.D.  He was

23 “When he was forty years old, he decided to visit his own people, the Israelites. 24 When he 
saw one of them being mistreated, he came to his rescue and avenged the oppressed man by 
striking down the Egyptian. 25 He assumed his people would understand that God would give 
them deliverance through him, but they did not understand.” – Acts 7:23-25 
 

“Verse 25 makes it very clear that right around the age of 40, Moses knew he had been chosen 
by God to be the deliverer of Israel. He was dead right about the task, but dead wrong about the 
timing.” – Page 171
