  People misunderstanding Jesus is a feature, not a bug, of the Gospel of John. 

John 3:3-4 “Jesus answered him, “Truly, truly, I say to you, unless one is born again he cannot see the 

kingdom of God.” Nicodemus said to him, “How can a man be born when he is old? Can he enter a 

second time into his mother’s womb and be born?” 

John 6:51-52 “I am the living bread that came down from heaven. If anyone eats of this bread, he will 

live forever. And the bread that I will give for the life of the world is my flesh.” 52 The Jews then disputed 

among themselves, saying, “How can this man give us his flesh to eat?” 

John 14:5-6 Thomas said to him, “Lord, we do not know where you are going. How can we know the 

way?” Jesus said to him, “I am the way, and the truth, and the life.”

2. You need to be persuaded that it is true.
