Title: God reaffirms and works through his chosen one. 

 

How? 

 

God reminds his holy ones who he is and what he 
will do for them (6:2–27) 
Response: Believe 

 

God announces judgment on those who fail to 
acknowledge him (6:28–7:7) 
Response: Speak 
 

God demonstrates that he can defeat anything (7:8–
13). 
Response: Persevere 

 

We need to trust and declare that God is who he says 
and will do what he has promised even as many will not 
heed our testimony.
