PRESENTATION 

PASTOR: In Holy Baptism our gracious heavenly Father liberates us from sin and death 
by joining us to the death and resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ. We are born children 
of a fallen humanity; in the waters of Baptism, we are reborn children of God and 
inheritors of eternal life. By water and the Holy Spirit, we are made members of the 
Church which is the body of Christ. As we live with him and with his people, we grow in 
faith, love, and obedience to the will of God. 

PARENTS & GODPARENTS: We present Theodore Michael Adams to receive the 
Sacrament of Holy Baptism. 
 

PASTOR: In Christian love, you have presented Theodore for Holy Baptism. You should, 
therefore, faithfully bring him to the services of God’s house, and teach him the Lord’s 
Prayer, the Creed, and the Ten Commandments. As Theodore grows in years, you 
should place in his hands the Holy Scriptures and provide for his instruction in the 
Christian faith, that, living in the covenant of his Baptism and in communion with the 
Church, he may lead a godly life until the day of Jesus Christ.

By the baptism of his own death and 
resurrection your beloved Son has set us free from the bondage to sin and death, and 
has opened the way to the joy and freedom of everlasting life. He made water a sign of 
the kingdom and of cleansing and rebirth. In obedience to his command, we make 
disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of 
the Holy Spirit. 

Pour out your Holy Spirit, so that he who is baptized may be given new life. Wash away 
the sin of he who is cleansed by this water and bring him forth as an inheritor of your 
glorious kingdom. 

To you be given praise and honor and worship through your Son, Jesus Christ our Lord, 
in the unity of the Holy Spirit, now and forever.

was crucified, died, and was buried. 
He descended into hell. 
On the third day he rose again. 
He ascended into heaven, 

and is seated at the right hand of the Father. 
He will come again to judge the living and the dead.

the holy catholic church, 
the communion of saints, 
the forgiveness of sins, 
the resurrection of the body, 
and the life everlasting.

PASTOR: God, the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, we give you thanks for freeing your 
sons and daughters from the power of sin and for raising them up to a new life through 
this holy sacrament. Pour your Holy Spirit upon Theodore: the spirit of wisdom and 
understanding, the spirit of counsel and might, the spirit of knowledge and the fear of the 
Lord, the spirit of joy in your presence.

PASTOR: Theodore, child of God, you have been sealed by the Holy Spirit and marked 
with the cross of Christ forever.

CONGREGATIONAL REPRESENTATIVE: As one of the traditions in our church, we light 
a candle from our largest candle on the altar, which is the Paschal candle, or the Christ 
candle. It reminds us that Jesus is the light of the world, the light that overcomes all 
darkness. From this we light a baptismal candle for Theodore today, as a reminder to 
him that the light of Christ shines in him and through him.  

Let your light so shine before others that they may see your good works and glorify your 
Father in heaven. Through Baptism, God has made Theodore a member of the 
priesthood we all share in Christ Jesus, that we may proclaim the praise of God and bear 
His creative and redeeming Word to all the world. 

ALL: We welcome you into the Lord’s family. We receive you as a fellow member of 
the body of Christ, child of the same heavenly Father, and a worker with us in the 
kingdom of God. 

PASTOR: May the Peace of the Lord be with you.

HEARING GOD’S WORD 
 
FIRST READING:   Acts 1:6-14 
Today’s reading is part of the introduction to the narrative of the outpouring of the Spirit 
on Pentecost. These verses tell of the risen Lord’s conversation with his disciples on the 
eve of his ascension, in which he promises that they will receive the power of the Holy 
Spirit. 
6 When [the apostles] had come together, they asked [Jesus], “Lord, is this the time when 
you will restore the kingdom to Israel?” 7 He replied, “It is not for you to know the times or 
periods that the Father has set by his own authority. 8 But you will receive power when 
the Holy Spirit has come upon you, and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, in all 
Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth.” 9 When he had said this, as they were 
watching, he was lifted up, and a cloud took him out of their sight. 10 While he was going 
and they were gazing up toward heaven, suddenly two men in white robes stood by 
them. 11 They said, “Men of Galilee, why do you stand looking up toward heaven? This 
Jesus, who has been taken up from you into heaven, will come in the same way as you 
saw him go into heaven.” 
 
  12 Then they returned to Jerusalem from the mount called Olivet, which is near 
Jerusalem, a Sabbath day’s journey away. 13 When they had entered the city, they went 
to the room upstairs where they were staying: Peter, and John, and James, and Andrew, 
Philip and Thomas, Bartholomew and Matthew, James son of Alphaeus, and Simon the 
Zealot, and Judas son of James. 14 All these were constantly devoting themselves to 
prayer, together with certain women, including Mary the mother of Jesus, as well as his 
brothers.

GOSPEL:                    John 17:1-11 
P: The Holy Gospel according to St. John                   
ALL:  Glory to you O Lord 
On the night before his crucifixion, Jesus prays to his heavenly Father, asking that those 
who continue his work in this world will live in unity. 
1 After Jesus had spoken these words [to his disciples,] he looked up to heaven and said, 
“Father, the hour has come; glorify your Son so that the Son may glorify you, 2 since you 
have given him authority over all people, to give eternal life to all whom you have given 



 

him. 3 And this is eternal life, that they may know you, the only true God, and Jesus 
Christ, whom you have sent. 4 I glorified you on earth by finishing the work that you gave 
me to do. 5 So now, Father, glorify me in your own presence with the glory that I had in 
your presence before the world existed. 
  6 “I have made your name known to those whom you gave me from the world. They 
were yours, and you gave them to me, and they have kept your word. 7 Now they know 
that everything you have given me is from you, 8 for the words that you gave to me I have 
given to them, and they have received them and know in truth that I came from you, and 
they have believed that you sent me. 9 I am asking on their behalf; I am not asking on 
behalf of the world but on behalf of those whom you gave me, because they are 
yours. 10 All mine are yours, and yours are mine, and I have been glorified in them. 11 And 
now I am no longer in the world, but they are in the world, and I am coming to you. Holy 
Father, protect them in your name that you have given me, so that they may be one, as 
we are one.”
