TODAY’S THEME: Today’s festival is a bridge between the Advent-Christmas-Epiphany
cycle that comes to a close today and the Lent-Easter cycle that begins in several days.
On a high mountain Jesus is revealed as God’s beloved Son, echoing the words at his
baptism. This vision of glory sustains us as Jesus faces his impending death in
Jerusalem. We turn this week to Ash Wednesday and our yearly baptismal journey from
Lent to Easter. Some churches put aside the alleluia at the conclusion of today’s liturgy.
This word of joy will be omitted during the penitential season of Lent and will be sung
again at Easter.

Shortly before he enters Jerusalem, where he will be crucified, Jesus is revealed to
Peter, James, and John in a mountaintop experience of divine glory called the
transfiguration.

And he was transfigured before them, and his face
shone like the sun, and his clothes became bright as light. * Suddenly there appeared to
them Moses and Elijah, talking with him. “ Then Peter said to Jesus, “Lord, it is good for
us to be here; if you wish, | will set up three tents here, one for you, one for Moses, and
one for Elijah.” ® While he was still speaking, suddenly a bright cloud overshadowed
