1. Abraham (13 %2 Chapters)

a. HeLEFT the LAND.

b. He CAME BACK to the LAND.

¢. He HAD a BABY.
i. To build a nation we need lots of babies...but Sarah was BARREN.
d. He DIED.
2. Isaac (8 Chapters)

a. HeLEFT the LAND.

b. He RETURNED with a WIFE.
c. Hehad a BABY or two.

i. Tobuild a nation we need lots of babies...but Rebekah was BARREN.
d. He DIED.



3. Jacob/Israel (10 Chapters)

a. HeLEFT the LAND.

b. He RETURNED.

c. He had lots of BABIES.

i. Tobuild a nation we need lots of babies...but Rachel was BARREIN.
d. HeDIED.

*  Summary of Step One: Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob are the FATHERS or PATRIARCHS of this GREAT

NATION.

= 5 (GAD, ASHER)
o Rachel (LOVE):

= 2 (JOSEPH, BENJAMIN)

* Summary of Step Two: God is GROWING the NATION. (See Ruth 4:11)
