When you go into your child’s room,
cuddle them and say: “Good morning,

places, both near and far. Then, talk about
how long forever is.

Add toy cups, plates, and food to bath
time. As you pretend to have a party, talk
about how Jesus was at a wedding party
one time when they ran out of special
wedding drink. Jesus did something only
He can do. He turned water into special
wedding drink! The people who knew
what Jesus did had so much joy!

Cuddle with your child and pray: “God,
when we have a problem, help us go to
Jesus for help. Knowing Jesus loves us and
wants to help us gives us joy!”
