
VOTER REGISTERATION AND ABSENTEE VOTING 

REGISTRATION: 

• Last Day to Register to Vote in person is October 2, 2020 

• Last Day to Register to Vote online is October 4, 2020 

• 39 DAYS LEFT UNTIL THE NOVEMBER 3RD ELECTION 
  

If you were registered but did not vote in the last Presidential Election your name has been purged.  
Call the Election office at County Square at 864-467-7250 to re-activate an inactive card.  For any help, 
call the NAACP. 
  

ABSENTEE VOTING (due to COVID-19, stay safe and out of long line, vote Absentee) 
 

Two Ways to Vote Absentee- 
1. In Person-beginning October 5th, you can go to County Square to vote. Wear mask and gloves 

to use the machine.  There are 4 other Absentee voting sites beginning October 12th, See 
below:  

 

2. By Mail-Call 864-467-7264 to request the Absentee Application first. Complete and mail this 
application back.  Second, the Election office will mail you the ballot.  Complete, mail it back 
or hand deliver.  Mail by October 27th to be sure the ballot gets there on time
