Old Testament



Joel 2
28 After this I will pour out my Spirit on all 
humanity; then your sons and your 
daughters will prophesy, your old men will 
have dreams, and your young men will see 
visions. 29 I will even pour out my Spirit on 
the male and female slaves in those days.



Joel 2
30 I will display wonders in the heavens and 
on the earth: blood, fire, and columns of 
smoke. 31 The sun will be turned to 
darkness and the moon to blood before the 
great and terrible day of the Lord comes.



Joel 3
9 Proclaim this among the nations: Prepare 
for holy war; rouse the warriors; let all the 
men of war advance and attack! 10 Beat your 
plows into swords and your pruning knives 
into spears. Let even the weakling say,        
“I am a warrior.”



Joel 3
11 Come quickly, all you surrounding 
nations; gather yourselves. Bring down your 
warriors there, Lord. 12 Let the nations be 
roused and come to the Valley of 
Jehoshaphat, for there I will sit down to 
judge all the surrounding nations.



Joel 3
13 Swing the sickle because the harvest is 
ripe. Come and trample the grapes because 
the winepress is full; the wine vats overflow 
because the wickedness of the nations is 
extreme. 14 Multitudes, multitudes in the 
valley of decision! For the day of the Lord is 
near in the valley of decision.



Joel 3
15 The sun and moon will grow dark, and the 
stars will cease their shining. 16 The Lord will 
roar from Zion and make his voice heard 
from Jerusalem; heaven and earth will 
shake. But the Lord will be a refuge for his 
people, a stronghold for the Israelites.



Amos 5
18 Woe to you who long for the day of the 
Lord! What will the day of the Lord be for 
you? It will be darkness and not light. 19 It 
will be like a man who flees from a lion only 
to have a bear confront him. He goes home 
and rests his hand against the wall only to 
have a snake bite him.



Amos 5
20 Won’t the day of the Lord be darkness 
rather than light, even gloom without any 
brightness in it?



Isaiah 13
6 Wail! For the day of the Lord is near. It will 
come as destruction from the Almighty.         
7 Therefore everyone’s hands will become 
weak, and every man will lose heart. 8 They 
will be horrified; pain and agony will seize 
them; they will be in anguish like a woman  
in labor. They will look at each other, their 
faces flushed with fear.



Isaiah 13
9 Look, the day of the Lord is coming —
cruel, with rage and burning anger — to 
make the earth a desolation and to destroy 
its sinners. 10 Indeed, the stars of the sky 
and its constellations will not give their light. 
The sun will be dark when it rises, and the 
moon will not shine.



Isaiah 13
11 I will punish the world for its evil, and 
wicked people for their iniquities. I will put  
an end to the pride of the arrogant and 
humiliate the insolence of tyrants. 12 I will 
make a human more scarce than fine 
gold, and mankind more rare than the     
gold of Ophir.



Isaiah 13
13 Therefore I will make the heavens 
tremble, and the earth will shake from its 
foundations at the wrath of the Lord of 
Armies, on the day of his burning anger.



Jeremiah 46
10 That day belongs to the Lord, the God of 
Armies, a day of vengeance to avenge 
himself against his adversaries. The sword 
will devour and be satisfied; it will drink its fill 
of their blood, because it will be a sacrifice 
to the Lord, the God of Armies, in the 
northern land by the Euphrates River.

New Testament



Revelation 16
12 The sixth poured out his bowl on the great 
river Euphrates, and its water was dried up 
to prepare the way for the kings from the 
east. 13 Then I saw three unclean spirits like 
frogs coming from the dragon’s mouth, from 
the beast’s mouth, and from the mouth of 
the false prophet.



Revelation 16
14 For they are demonic spirits performing 
signs, who travel to the kings of the whole 
world to assemble them for the battle on the 
great day of God, the Almighty. 15 “Look, I 
am coming like a thief. Blessed is the one 
who is alert and remains clothed, so that he 
may not go around naked and people see 
his shame.” 16 So they assembled              
the kings at the place called in            
Hebrew, Armageddon.



1 Thessalonians 5
1 About the times and the seasons: Brothers 
and sisters, you do not need anything to be 
written to you. 2 For you yourselves know 
very well that the day of the Lord will come 
just like a thief in the night.

2 Thessalonians 2
1 Now concerning the coming of our Lord 
Jesus Christ and our being gathered to him: 
We ask you, brothers and sisters, 2 not to  
be easily upset or troubled, either by a 
prophecy, or by a message or by a letter 
supposedly from us, alleging that the day   
of the Lord, has come.



2 Thessalonians 2
3 Don’t let anyone deceive you in any way. 
For that day will not come unless the 
apostasy comes first and the man of 
lawlessness is revealed, the man doomed  
to destruction. 4 He opposes and exalts 
himself above every so-called god or object 
of worship, so that he sits in God’s     
temple, proclaiming that he                            
himself is God.

Revelation 19
11 Then I saw heaven opened, and there 
was a white horse. Its rider is called Faithful 
and True, and he judges and makes war 
with justice.

He had a name written that no one knows 
except himself. 13 He wore a robe        
dipped in blood, and his name                     
is called the Word of God.



Revelation 19
14 The armies that were in heaven followed 
him on white horses, wearing pure white 
linen. 15 A sharp sword came from his mouth, 
so that he might strike the nations with it. He 
will rule them with an iron rod. He will also 
trample the winepress of the fierce anger of 
God, the Almighty. 16 And he has a name 
written on his robe and on his                  
thigh: King of Kings and                              
Lord of Lords.

Matthew 19
28 Jesus said to them, “I tell you the truth, at 
the renewal of all things, when the Son of 
Man sits on his glorious throne, you who 
have followed me will also sit on twelve 
thrones, judging the twelve tribes of Israel.



Matthew 19
29 And everyone who has left houses or 
brothers or sisters or father or mother or 
children or fields for my sake will receive a 
hundred times as much and will inherit 
eternal life. 30 But many who are first will be 
last, and many who are last will be first.



1 Philippians 1
6 I am sure of this, that he who started a 
good work in you will carry it on to 
completion until the day of Christ Jesus.



1 Corinthians 1
6 In this way, the testimony about Christ was 
confirmed among you, 7 so that you do not 
lack any spiritual gift as you eagerly wait for 
the revelation of our Lord Jesus Christ. 8 He 
will also strengthen you to the end, so that 
you will be blameless in the day of our Lord 
Jesus Christ. 9 God is faithful; you were 
called by him into fellowship with                
his Son, Jesus Christ our Lord.



Revelation 20
11 Then I saw a great white throne and one 
seated on it. Earth and heaven fled from his 
presence, and no place was found for them. 
12 I also saw the dead, the great and the 
small, standing before the throne, and books 
were opened. Another book was opened, 
which is the book of life, and the dead were 
judged according to their works                  
by what was written in the books.



Revelation 20
13 Then the sea gave up the dead that were 
in it, and death and Hades gave up the dead 
that were in them; each one was judged 
according to their works. 14 Death and 
Hades were thrown into the lake of fire.   
This is the second death, the lake of fire. 
15 And anyone whose name was not found 
written in the book of life was                        
thrown into the lake of fire.

9 And I pray this: that your love will keep on 
growing in knowledge and every kind of 
discernment, 10 so that you may approve the 
things that are superior and may be pure 
and blameless in the day of Christ, 11 filled 
with the fruit of righteousness that comes 
through Jesus Christ to the glory               
and praise of God.



2 Peter 3
10 But the day of the Lord will come like a 
thief… on that day the heavens will pass 
away with a loud noise, the elements will 
burn and be dissolved, and the earth and 
the works on it will be disclosed., 11 Since all 
these things are to be dissolved in this way, 
it is clear what sort of people you should be 
in holy conduct and godliness

elements will melt with heat. 13 But based  
on his promise, we wait for new heavens 
and a new earth, where righteousness 
dwells.

5 My righteousness is near, my salvation 
appears, and my arms will bring justice to 
the nations. The coasts and islands will put 
their hope in me, and they will look to my 
strength.



Isaiah 51
6 Look up to the heavens, and look at the 
earth beneath; for the heavens will vanish 
like smoke, the earth will wear out like a 
garment, and its inhabitants will die like 
gnats. But my salvation will last forever, and 
my righteousness will never be shattered.

Isaiah 66
22 “For just as the new heavens and the new 
earth, which I will make, will remain before 
me” — this is the Lord’s declaration — “so 
your offspring and your name will remain.   
23 All mankind will come to worship me from 
one New Moon to another and from one 
Sabbath to another,” says the Lord.



Revelation 21
1 Then I saw a new heaven and a new  
earth; for the first heaven and the first earth 
had passed away, and the sea was no more. 
2 I also saw the holy city, the new 
Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven  
from God, prepared like a bride adorned   
for her husband.



Revelation 21
3 Then I heard a loud voice from the throne:, 
Look, God’s dwelling is with humanity, and 
he will live with them. They will be his 
peoples, and God himself will be with them 
and will be their God. 4 He will wipe away 
every tear from their eyes. Death will be no 
more; grief, crying, and pain will be no more, 
because the previous things                     
have passed away.



Revelation 21
5 Then the one seated on the throne said, 
“Look, I am making everything new.” He also 
said, “Write, because these words are 
faithful and true.” 6 Then he said to me, “It is 
done! I am the Alpha and the Omega, the 
beginning and the end. I will freely give to 
the thirsty from the spring of the              
water of life. 



Revelation 21
7 The one who conquers will inherit these 
things, and I will be his God, and he will be 
my son.
